Directions to Manzanita Park, Prunedale, CA:

From points to the North or South:    Take Highway 101 to San Miguel Canyon Road exit in Prunedale.  Proceed about .6 miles on San Miguel Canyon Road.  Turn left onto Castroville Blvd.  Proceed about .8 miles until you see the sign for Manzanita Park on the left side of Castroville Blvd.

Overnight Parking for RV’s: Overnight parking/camping is by prearrangement only.   If you reserved a site with your entry, a parking placard will be mailed or emailed separately.  Please make sure the placard is prominently displayed when your vehicle is parked at the show site.

All driving or parking on the grass, even just to load/unload, is absolutely PROHIBITTED
