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“K9 Nose Work” Scenting Seminar

 Saturday Sept 12, 2009

At “Doggie Day Care,” 168 Central Ave, Pacific Grove 93950

The sport of K9 Nose Work is designed to develop dogs’ natural scenting abilities by using their desire to hunt and their love of toys, food and exercise. This detection-style sport focuses on teaching handlers the observation skills and handling techniques that support their dogs in successfully locating the source of odors with hides of varying difficulty.  In the 

#1: Introduction to K9 Nose Work workshop, we concentrate on indoor searches to build teamwork and foundation skills for dogs and handlers.  In the #2: Introduction to Odor workshop, we introduce the dogs to odor (if not already introduced) and build on the skills previously learned in the first seminar. (Prerequisite for #2: Handlers must have attended the Introduction to K9 Nose Work seminar and completed the homework assignments.) All searches are tailored for each dog's needs and learning capacity.  Hides are only as difficult as dogs can handle so they receive frequent rewards for success.

These workshops will be 3-hour indoor sessions limited to 10 working spots.  Each dog works individually several times during the workshop. Further Nose Work training involves additional handling challenges for indoor and outdoor hides, vehicle searches, blind hides, alert indications and adding target scents.  Beginning Nose Work students who attend the introductory workshop are welcome to audit the more advanced afternoon “Introduction to Odor” workshop as well.
• Amy Herot is a professional detection handler and trainer and has logged over 1500 instructional hours in Narcotics Detection training. She has trained and certified teams in Narcotics and Explosives for the private sector and law enforcement.  She has competed locally and nationally in Narcotics and Bomb Detection events with her dogs, Maya and Seven.  As co-founder of K9 Noseworks and the National Association of Canine Scent Work (NACSW), she brings that experience to companion dogs and handlers through the development of nose work classes and sport events.
