Marjorie has taught pet first aid since 1998; she also teaches agility and obedience and competes in agility, obedience, herding and tracking with her Old English Sheepdogs Brooke, Bear, and Jenny and her BC Twist.

Topics covered include:
• Pet CPR and rescue breathing

• Injury assessment
• ABC’s of Pet First Aid

• How to help your pet in a medical emergency, including choking, poisoning, and heat injuries, and how to restrain pets

• The 3 things you should do for your pet everyday

• 5 simple things you should STOP doing today to keep your pet healthy

• 10 situations that require immediate veterinary care

• How to put together your pet first aid kit

The Pet First Aid seminar will include a first aid book for all participants and is endorsed by Petsitters International (participants will receive a certificate good for two years).  Mainly you will be working on mannequins but you may use your own dog for the head-to-tail assessment if you wish.  The seminar will run from 1 pm to 5 pm at Workin’ Paws in Hollister.
