Guy Blancke, and his Belgian Shepherd Unia have garnered top international agility honors including winning the 1999 Agility-Welt Cup, 1999 FCI Agility World Cup (vice-champions), and the 2000 Belgian National Championship. Guy coached and competed with the CKC Canadian team at the 2003 World Championships and has coached and given seminars in agility for over 20 years.

• an Advanced Handling seminar (Sunday) for people who have previously attended a Blancke seminar.   We will give previous Blancke attendees priority for the working spots in this seminar, but Handling Foundation participants may audit the Advanced seminar at the reduced price of $48 if not enough working spots are available to meet the demand.
